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Prologue

Scene – Upstairs. Darrin and Samantha come out of their bedroom. Tabitha and Adam come out of the other bedroom.

Samantha: Today’s Saturday, and I think it would be a good day for the family to go out and do something special!

Darrin: Where shall we go? The mall? The zoo? The museum? The ball game?

Tabitha: I wanna go to the MUSEUM!

Adam: The ZOO!

Tabitha: MUSEUM!

Adam: The ZOO!

Samantha: Well, let’s go downstairs and talk about it! That is, assuming your relatives don’t decide to drop in!

Scene – stairs. Darrin, Samantha, and the kids all walk down the stairs into the foyer. Then they step into the living room.

Darrin: What the…

Scene – living room. A square package gift-wrapped in a bow is sitting on the coffee table. Samantha and Darrin walk toward the table. Tabitha and Adam follow.

Samantha: I wonder whom that’s from.

Darrin: Must be from one of YOUR relatives!

Samantha looks at the tag.

Samantha: “From your favorite uncle”!

Darrin: I wouldn’t, if I were you!

Samantha lifts the top off the package. Uncle Arthur’s head looks up at her from in the box.

Arthur: SURPRISE!!!

Samantha: UNCLE ARTHUR!!!

Uncle Arthur pops into the room. The box is now empty.

Arthur: Greetings, Samantha! I won’t stay long! I just thought I’d pop in for a spell and say “hello”! HELLO! Now that I’ve said “hello”, I have a present for each of you!

Tabitha: For ME??? Oh, GOODY!!!

Adam: ME TOO!!!

Arthur: My dear lad, let’s see if this fits you.

Uncle Arthur reaches into the box and retrieves a small red cap and places it on Adam’s head.

Samantha: That’s a nice cap! What do you say?

Adam: Thank you!

Arthur: You’re welcome! And, for you, my princess…

Uncle Arthur retrieves a gold silk purse from the box.

Arthur: …This gold purse! It’s a genuine Purse of Fortunatus! 

Tabitha: Thank you!

Arthur: And for my favorite niece…

Uncle Arthur reaches into the box, and retrieves strange looking glass bottle.

Arthur: It’s a genuine Klein Bottle! The opening is in the bottom. Just turn it upside down, fill it with water, set it upright, and the water stays inside! You can add a drop of food dye to the water for the color of your choice. It makes good decoration!

Samantha: Thanks, Uncle Arthur! You shouldn’t have!

Arthur: And last, but not least, Dorphin, I thought you’d like a can of fresh peanut brittle.

Uncle Arthur retrives a can from the box and hands it to Darrin. The words “Peanut Brittle” are written on the can. Darrin shakes the can, and something rattles inside.

Darrin: Thank you!

Arthur: Why don’t you open it…

Darrin: Well, HERE GOES!

Darrin holds the can out at arm’s length, with the top pointed toward Uncle Arthur, and slowly and cautiously unscrews the lid.

Darrin: It’s…. EMPTY!!!

Arthur: I didn’t think you could take it all at once, hee, hee…

Uncle Arthur reaches in the box and retrieves several springy snake-like things and hands them to Darrin. He continues giggling at Darrin. Darrin looks at Samantha with a silly grin on his face, rolling his eyes around.

(fade to theme…)

Act I

Scene – museum. A large skeleton of a dinosaur is erected in the middle of a large room. Small crowds of people stand around looking at the exhibit, as the tour guide lectures. Samantha, Darrin, Tabitha, and Adam stand among the people. Adam appears to be studying the exhibit carefully.

Guide: And now, people, if you follow me into the next room, you will see the most recent and most rare archeological find on this earth.

The guide exits into the next room, with the crowd following him.

Scene – next room. The exhibit table in the center of the room is surrounded by barrier ropes. On the table is a sparkling transparent blue gem, mounted on a soft velvet pillow. These are surrounded on all sides by miniature glass walls. Gadgets suspended from the ceiling, surround the area above the gem. Similar gadgets surround the table. Two security guards stand at each exit.

Guide: I want everyone inside! Quickly, please! Nobody near the ropes, and nobody near the doors!

The guide climbs over the rope and walks toward the table.

Guide: You are looking at the rare blue diamond; the only diamond of it’s kind in the world. However, it is believed that other colors are possible, but none have been found.  This blue diamond is SO RARE, and SO VALUBLE, that we’ve had to surround it by the most sophisticated security system to prevent theft or vandalism. 

Tabitha appears to be studying the diamond intently from behind the rope. Darrin and Samantha look at each other, and then at the exhibit.

Guide: There is almost NO WAY anyone can breech the security system. Watch what happens when I reach this stick into the path of one of the laser beams.

The guide picks up a yardstick and carefully extends it toward the diamond. Suddenly, a bell rings, lights flash, and a siren starts wailing. Then iron bars fall from the ceiling blocking each exit. Everyone in the crowd is startled by the loud noises.

Guide: OK, Guards!

One of the guards takes a key out of his pocket, and inserts it in a console mounted on the wall. Then he begins pressing buttons. The bells, lights and sirens turn off, and the bars are raised to their original position.

Guide: Thank you guards! Now if you people will follow me into the next room…

The guard exits through the door. All the people follow him except Tabitha, who is still staring at the blue diamond. Samantha turns around.

Samantha: Tabitha!

Tabitha turns and looks at Samantha.

Tabitha: OK, Mommy, I’m coming!

Tabitha walks toward the door where Samantha stands, but turns and looks at the diamond one more time.

Scene – next room. A stuffed unicorn stands in the middle of the floor.

Guide: This model was reconstructed from a skull found in the White Mountains. Although there is no proof, some of the natives claim that the unicorn ONCE actually existed centuries ago.

Samantha: It’s my FAVORITE ANIMAL!

Guide: I’m sure you have never SEEN one, though!

Tabitha: I HAVE!

Guide: Where did YOU ever see a unicorn?

Tabitha: Once, when Miss Esmeralda sneezed! She’s our baby sitter!

Darrin: Tabitha!

Samantha: Oh, my! She has such a KEEN imagination, you know!

Guide: Yeah! I was a kid once myself! In fact I had SO MUCH imagination, it got me into so much trouble sometimes! In fact, I’ve got this nephew, just about your daughter’s age… Well, Never mind! Now, WHERE WAS I? Oh yes! The unicorn! Anyway…

(fade to…)

Scene – parking lot. Darrin and Samantha are helping Tabitha and Adam into the car.

Tabitha: That was FUN! Let’s come here AGAIN!

Adam: I wanna go to ZOO!

Samantha: It’s getting close to lunch time! Maybe we ought to go home and eat first, and take a little nap. Then we’ll see!

Adam: OK!!!

(fade to…)

Scene – Tabitha’s bedroom. Tabitha is playing “house” with her dolls, and Adam is sitting on the floor playing with a Jack-in-the-box. The music plays “Pop Goes The Weasel” as he turns the crank. When the clown pops up, Adam closes the box and turns the crank again. Tabitha fusses at her dolls. The dolls are sitting in toy chairs around a miniature table.

Tabitha: Fuzzy! Eat your dinner! Teddy, don’t hit Rag Doll! Not in front of my brother! Sit up straight, Tin Man! Susie, if you don’t stop crying, I’m going to spank you!

Adam: (singing) POP! GOES THE WEA-SEL!!!

As Adam continues turning the crank, the box opens. This time, he takes his hand off the crank and waves at the clown.

Adam: Hi!

Scene – close-up of Jack-in-the-box. Uncle Arthur is standing in the box waving. He is wearing a clown suit.

Arthur: Hello, my great nephew!

Scene – bedroom. Tabitha turns and looks at the Jack-in-the-box.

Tabitha: Hello, Uncle Arthur!

Uncle Arthur pops into the room. He is still wearing a clown suit.

Arthur: Are you two enjoying the presents I gave you?

Adam takes off his red cap, looks at it, and puts it back on his head.

Arthur: My dear, Adam! That is a very special cap! It’s made of woolen fibers woven onto a circular ring the size of your head. Each fiber is attached to the ring at one end, carefully stitched to each adjacent fiber in a smooth fashion, and then connected to the opposite side of the ring at the other end. This is done so that there are no openings or gaps between fibers, and no two fibers touch, except for the ones next to each other. But here’s the best part. It’s a MAGIC cap! All you do is put it on and make a wish, and it will take you ANYWHERE you want to go!

Tabitha picks up her purse and looks at it.

Tabitha: What about my new purse? I can reach my hand inside, but I’m not sure where the opening is!

Arthur: That’s because it’s the MAGIC Purse of Fortunatus. It HAS no opening! This purse was constructed so that the inside IS the outside. It’s made of three gold silk handkerchiefs. First, the top and bottom edge is sewn to the top and bottom edge of the second, except that the bottom edge of one is flipped left-to-right before it is sewn to the bottom edge of the other. That leaves four more edges to be sewn; one on the left, one on the right, and two more crisscrossed between them. Finally, the four edges of the third handkerchief are sewn to THOSE four edges, so that there is no opening. Since all of the world’s riches are inside, all you have to do is make a wish, reach your hand between the folds, and your wish will be found inside. Go ahead and try it!

Tabitha closes her eyes.

Tabitha: I wish for a…. blue diamond!

Tabitha opens her eyes, reaches her hand into the purse, and retrieves a blue diamond, and sets it in the center of the small table.

Tabitha: Hey! It works! Thanks, Uncle Arthur!

Arthur: You’re welcome! Now remember, you mustn’t tell ANYONE outside the family about the secrets of these gifts!

Tabitha: OK, I won’t!

Arthur: Good! And now, Adam, if you be so kind as to close the box as I leave.

Arthur pops himself into the Jack-in-the-box.

Scene – close-up of Jack-in-the-box. Uncle Arthur waves goodbye.

Arthur: OK, now!

Scene -- bedroom. Adam closes the lid to the Jack-in-the-box, and turns the crank. After the music plays the tune again, the box opens, and the toy clown pops up.

Tabitha: Let me try my new purse again, Adam! Is there anything you wish for?

Adam rubs his cap, and closes his eyes.

Adam: I wanna go to ZOO!

Adam pops out.

Scene – zoo. Adam pops into the scene. There are cage bars a few feet behind him.

Scene – nearby walkway. A shabbily dressed bystander staggers by, and then stops, and stares at something as if he is frightened. Then he takes a whiskey bottle out of his coat pocket, and looks at it funny.

Bystander: I’m s-seeing am…ani-manals, and now CHILDREN! What’s in this here d-drink?

Scene – cage. Adam is standing INSIDE the cage, near the center.

Adam: Kitty Cat!

In the other end of the cage, two lions are sleeping. One lion wakes up, and looks at Adam.

(fade out…)

Act II

Scene – Tabitha’s bedroom. Tabitha is still playing “house” with her dolls. The door opens, and Darrin looks in, smiling. Tabitha looks up at him.

Tabitha: Hi, Daddy!

Darrin: Hello, Tabitha! What are WE playing, today?

Tabitha: I’m playing “house” with my dolls!

Darrin looks over the dolls, and then looks on the table.

Darrin: What’s that blue thing on the table?

Tabitha: It’s a blue diamond, just like the one at the museum!

Darrin: Where did you GET it?

Tabitha: I FOUND it!

Darrin: Where did you FIND it?

Tabitha: In my new purse!

Darrin: Did you take it from the museum?

Tabitha: No, sir! I took it out of my purse!

Darrin: Do you mind, showing me what ELSE is in your purse!

Tabitha: I’m hungry! I wish I had an APPLE!

Darrin: Mommy has some apples in the kitchen.

Tabitha reaches in her purse and closes her eyes.

Tabitha: I wish I had an APLLE!

Tabitha retrieves a big red apple out of her purse, and shows it to Darrin. Darrin looks surprised, turns around, and shouts through the door into the hallway.

Darrin: SAMANTHA!!! COME HERE!!!

Samantha arrives just outside the bedroom door, and Darrin steps into the hall to talk to her.

Scene – hallway.

Samantha: What’s the matter?

Darrin: YOUR UNCLE had given YOUR DAUGHTER a MAGIC PURSE!

Samantha: What do you mean, MAGIC purse?

Darrin: See for yourself! She just pulled a blue diamond out of her purse, just like the one we saw at the museum!

Samantha: Oh, my STARS!!!

Samantha enters the bedroom.

Scene – Tabitha’s bedroom.

Samantha enters, and sees Tabitha eating an apple.

Samantha: Tabitha! Did you take an apple from the kitchen?

Tabitha: No, ma’am!

Samantha: I just CAME from the kitchen! There’s one MISSING!

Tabitha: I haven’t been down there, honest!

Samantha: Then where did you GET the apple?

Tabitha: From out of my purse!

Samantha: Did you WISH it out of your purse?

Tabitha: Yes, ma’am!

Samantha sees the blue diamond on the table.

Samantha: What’s THIS on the table?

Tabitha: It’s a blue diamond! I wished it out of my purse, too!

Samantha: Why not just put your TOYS in your purse, and PLAY with it?

Tabitha: But Uncle Arthur says it’s a MAGIC purse!

Darrin enters.

Darrin: I assume you’re talking to Tabitha about her WITCHCRAFT!

Samantha: Well, actually, it’s not WITCHCRAFT, it’s WISHCRAFT! There’s a difference, you know…

Darrin: No, I DON”T know! Have you seen Adam? He isn’t in the nursery!

Samantha: He isn’t in HERE! Is he, Tabitha?

Tabitha: He went to the ZOO!

Samantha: WHAT??? HOW???

Tabitha: He said he was going to the zoo, and then he popped out!

Samantha: Oh, my STARS!!! Don’t tell me he’s started doing THAT!!! He’s too YOUNG to start POPPING!

Darrin: You go find Adam, I’ll go make me some scotch on the rocks!

Darrin exits to hall. Samantha closes her eyes:

Samantha: Come four winds, All become one, Whisk me away, to find my son!

Samantha pops out.

Scene – walkway at zoo. Samantha pops into scene. The bystander sees her, and panics. He takes out his bottle and looks at it.

Bystander: I have GOT to start drinking something else!

The bystander tosses his bottle into a garbage can, and exits. Samantha first looks at him, and then looks at the cage, and then panics.

Scene – lions cage. Adam is standing in the middle of the cage, and the two lions are watching him from the end of the cage. Samantha stands outside of the cage, calling to Adam.

Samantha: ADAM!!! Don’t move! Can you pop to mommy? Come on! Pop to mommy!

Adam: OK!

Adam closes his eyes, touches his cap, and pops next to Samantha. Samantha takes him by the hand, and together, they pop out.

Scene – Living room. Darrin is watching TV. Samantha and Adam pop in, still holding hands. Darin looks at Samantha.

Adam: KITTY CAT!

Samantha: No, kitty cat! He’s a BAD kitty cat! You can pet the kitty cats around here!

Adam: OK!

Samantha: Now go play with Tabitha on the patio!

Adam: OK!

Adam exits into the dining room.

Darrin: Where’d you find him?

Samantha: In the LION’S CAGE!!!

Darrin; WHAT??? OH, NO!!!

Samantha: Oh, no, is RIGHT! If he’s started popping THIS YOUNG, he could get into all sorts of trouble!

Darrin: What can we do? Lock him in a CAGE until he’s OLDER?

Samantha: He’d just pop out of THAT, too. He’s just going to have to LEARN to control himself. That’s just all there is to it! I’ve never heard of a warlock starting THAT YOUNG, before!

Darrin: SAM! Please don’t use that word, WARLOCK!!! Let’s see what’s on TV…

Samantha: Sorry, dear, but we’ll just have to FACE IT. 

Samantha turns on the TV.

Scene – patio. Tabitha is building a sandcastle in the yard her new purse hangs under her arm. The patio door opens and Adam comes out. He closes the door and walks up to her.

Tabitha: Hello, Adam! Want to see my new magic purse?

Adam: Yeah!

Tabitha: I can get you anything you want! Let me show you!

Tabitha closes her eyes.

Tabitha: I wish for a blue diamond!

Tabitha opens her eyes, reaches into her purse, and produces a blue diamond, and sets it on top of her sandcastle.

Tabitha: Now what do you wish for?

Adam: A kitty cat!

Tabitha: I wish for a kitty cat!

Tabitha reaches in her purse, and retrieves a kitten, and sets him on the ground. The kitten begins to walk about and play in the sand. Adam walks up to it, and begins to pet it.

Scene – fence. Gladys Kravitz is standing on the other side of the fence, watching the children play. She opens her mouth in surprise, turns around and runs, shouting.

Gladys: Abner! Abner!

Scene – Kravitz’s living room. Abner is sitting on the sofa smoking his pipe and reading his paper. Gladys is standing next to him, trying to explain to him what she saw.

Gladys: Abner! Tabitha Stephens started pulling toys out of her purse! And then she pulled out a kitten!

Abner: So what? Lots of little girls keep toys in their purse!

Gladys: Abner! You just don’t get it! She wished for a blue diamond, and she pulled out a toy diamond. Then Adam asked for a kitten, and she pulled THAT out, too

Abner: So he wanted his toy kitten to play with!

Gladys: This was a LIVE kitten! And Tabitha WISHED it for him!

Abner: Turn on the TV! The soaps are more interesting!

Gladys turns on the TV.

Announcer: This news bulletin just came in. There’s just been a mysterious robbery at the Westport Museum this morning. A rare blue diamond has somehow been STOLEN from its display case. So far, nobody knows how the robber was able to get past the guards or the high-tech security system protecting the diamond. The diamond is worth billions of dollars, and is probably the only one of it’s kind in the world. Investigators are on the lookout for the robbers.

Gladys is pointing at the TV screen.

Gladys: That looks JUST like that diamond Tabitha was playing with! I’m calling the police!

Scene – Stephen’s living room. Darrin and Samantha are watching the TV. Samantha turns off the TV.

Samantha: The REAL blue diamond’s been STOLEN from the museum!

Darrin: You don’t suppose Tabitha’s been playing with the SAME blue diamond?? The REAL one from the MUSEUM??? Oh, SAM!!! Are WE in a LOT OF TROUBLE!!!

Samantha: I don’t know about US, but I know one NAUGHTY LITTLE WITCH who’s going to be in a LOT OF TROUBLE if she doesn’t explain where she REALLY got that blue diamond! (shouting) TABITHA!!! You and Adam come inside, THIS INSTANT!!!

Scene – dining room. The back door opens and Tabitha enters. Adam and the kitten follows. Adam closes the door. They both walk into the living room. The kitten follows.

Samantha: I can see Adam’s been playing with those stray kittens. One just followed him in. I was just noticing yesterday how cute THIS one is compared to some of the others!

Darrin: Samantha! The DIAMOND!!!

Samantha: Oh, YES! Tabitha: Tell mommy the truth! Where DID you get that blue diamond you were playing with earlier?

Tabitha: Out of my NEW PURSE! See?

Tabitha closes her eyes, reaches in her purse, and retrieves a blue diamond.

Samantha: Did you PUT that in your purse earlier?

Tabitha: No, ma’am! I have another one just like it in the sand box, and then there’s the one in my bedroom. They all look just like the one at the museum!

Samantha: I want you to go find me ALL those blue diamonds, and bring them to me! And take the stray kitten outside as you go. I’m sure the other stray kittens are looking for him!

Tabitha: But that’s not one of the stray kittens. I got it from my purse! Come on kitty! You need to go outside!

Tabitha picks up the kitten and goes into the dining room and exits through the back door. Adam follows her.

Scene – living room. Tabitha enters from the dining room.

Tabitha: I looked, but I can’t find any blue diamond out there! Somebody must have taken it!

Samantha: Well, let’s go upstairs and find that other one!

Samantha and Tabitha go upstairs.

Scene – Tabitha’s bedroom. Tabitha and Samantha enter.

Tabitha: It’s GONE! It was right there on my table! Now it’s GONE! All I can find is THIS one I wished for in the living room!

Samantha: Yes, it’s GONE! And the one at the MUSEUM is GONE, TOO! And do you know WHY it’s GONE?

Tabitha: No, Ma’am!

Samantha: Because THAT diamond is the SAME DIAMOND!

Scene – Living room. The doorbell rings. Darrin Answers the door. Two policemen enter.

Policeman #1: Are you Mr. Stephens?

Darrin: Yes, is something wrong?

Policeman #2: Were you, or any member of your family at the Westport Museum this morning?

Darrin: Yes! We all were! And so were a lot of OTHER people!

Policeman #1: There was a ROBBERY at the museum this morning. It seems that a BLUE DIAMOND was stolen.

Darrin: I didn’t see anything unusual happening while I was there.

Policeman #2: One of your neighbors informed us that she saw your children PLAYING with a blue diamond JUST like the one at the museum.

Darrin: You must be referring to Mrs. Kravitz. She has a tendency to “see things”… if you know what I mean…

Policeman #1: Mr. Stephens. We have a warrant to search your premises!

Darrin (shouting): SAMANTHA!!! The POLICE ARE HERE!!!

Scene – Tabitha’s bedroom.

Samantha: OH MY STARS!!!

(fade out…)

Epilogue

Scene – Tabitha’s bedroom. Samantha is talking to Tabitha.

Samantha: Tabitha, May I see that purse for a minute?

Tabitha: Yes, Ma’am!

Tabitha hands the purse to Samantha. Samantha examines the purse carefully. 

Samantha: This is definitely not an ordinary purse! This looks like the Magic Purse of Fortunatus!

Samantha looks around the room. She notices a small fuzzy doll sitting in a miniature chair. She closes her eyes.

Samantha: Magic purse, I wish of thee, tiny fuzz doll, come to me!

The doll in the chair vanishes.

Tabitha: Where did it go?

Samantha reaches inside the purse, and retrieves the fuzz doll, and holds it up.

Samantha: Right here! Inside this purse! Now WATCH!

Samantha puts the doll back into the purse, and closes her eyes.

Samantha: Magic purse, play my game. Return the doll from whence it came!

The doll appears in the chair, as before. Samantha takes the blue diamond from Tabitha, and puts it inside the purse.

Samantha: Magic purse, I wish the same. Return this gem to whence it came!

Samantha reaches in her purse, and finds the diamond still inside.

Samantha: It didn’t work! Tabitha, it looks like YOU have to be the one to wish it back!

Tabitha takes the purse with the diamond inside, and closes her eyes.

Tabitha: I wish the diamond to go back!

Tabitha reaches inside the purse.

Tabitha: It’s GONE!

Adam pops in. He is holding a blue diamond in his hand.

Samantha: Adam? Where did you get that diamond?

Adam: The CASTLE!

Tabitha: In my sandcastle? In the sandbox? Right where I put it?

Adam: Yeah!

Samantha: Thank you Adam! Now give the diamond back to Tabitha!

Adam: OK!

Tabitha takes the diamond from Adam, and places it inside the purse.

Tabitha: I wish the diamond go back again!

The diamond materializes in the center of the table.

Tabitha: There it is again!!

Samantha: Well try again!

Tabitha puts the diamond into her purse a third time.

Tabitha: One last time! Go away where you belong!

Tabitha reaches in her purse.

Tabitha: It’s gone!

Samantha: Let’s just hope it IS where it BELONGS! You’re not allowed to play with this purse any more! As for YOU young man, when you want to go somewhere, you WALK! Do you understand?

Tabitha: But Uncle Arthur SAID he could go anywhere he wishes!

Samantha: Did Uncle Arthur TEACH him how to pop here and there? Of COURSE! It’s that RED CAP!!! Adam, may I look at your cap?

Adam takes off the cap, and hands it to Samantha. Samantha examines the cap closely. She sticks her finger through the center.

Samantha: It looks like a CROSS CAP! It’s the Magic Cap of Fortunatus! It looks like I’m going to have to put this away! We’ll go to the store this evening and BUY you ANOTHER CAP!

Adam: OK!

Tabitha: I want a new purse, too!

Samantha: We’ll buy you a new purse, too. Adam, Will you go to the living room and tell Daddy to come to mommy?

Adam closes his eyes for a moment.

Adam: I can’t!

Samantha: Well, just use the stairs, OK!

Adam: OK.

Adam exits the bedroom through the door.

Scene – living room. One policeman is searching inside the sofa. The other policeman is examining the bookshelves. The telephone rings. Darrin Answers it.

Darrin: Hello? Yes, as a matter of fact, he IS here!

Darrin hands the phone to Policeman #1.

Darrin: It’s for you!

The policeman takes the phone.

Policeman #1: Hello? You’re KIDDING! OK, I’ll tell him! Goodbye!

Policeman #2: Who was that?

Policeman #1: That was the chief! Cancel the search! The blue diamond isn’t missing!

Policeman #2: What do you mean?

Policeman #1: Nobody knows HOW, but it’s right there in the display case in the museum, where it belongs! Mr. Stephens, We’re sorry to put you through this inconvenience!

Darrin: Well, I’m just glad everything turned out OK at the museum!

Adam comes down the stairs.

Adam: Daddy!

Tabitha comes down the stairs.
